SIMPLE CLASS GUIDELINES FOR AN EXCEPTIONAL CLASS EXPERIENCE:
1) Please assist teacher in controlling your child and helping them follow directions. IT is not the teacher’s responsibility to discipline your children, only to guide them into the activities. For example, do not let them run around the room unattended. It is normal developmentally for toddlers to move and not always stay still, so parents, also do not expect everyone to be seated the entire class. They are not being bad, and the teacher is not being too lax by not forcing the children to always stay still. However, it will help make the Kindermusik experience more positive for your child and for others if you do try and follow them if they get up during the ‘sit down’ times and model appropriate behaviors for them. Bring them the instruments, show them how fun it is to play them, and entice them back to their spot. Also, when it is time to dance/move, please get up with your child and dance with them. They want this one on one relationship with you and need your guidance/participation. They should be able to freely move and express themselves without running uncontrollably. There is a fine balance. 

2) We cannot allow siblings who are not enrolled in the same class to attend regularly in a younger or older child’s class. They should attend their own age-appropriate class. Your child needs the one on one time with you and/or the teacher without any siblings competing for your attention. I do not want to come down too hard on this issue, however I need to respect the needs of all the children who are enrolled in the class. Exceptions will be made if the other parent or caregiver is not able to watch a sibling occasionally. If you do need to bring a sibling occasionally, try and bring another adult if possible. Please try and let me know ahead of time whenever possible.  Please see me with questions or concerns. 
3) Please communicate directly to me if you have any questions or concerns. I cannot help make this the best experience for you and your child if I do not know how you feel. I cannot guess what your feedback is or who is feeling which way about certain activities or happenings. It is always best to be upfront directly with the teacher. I want to make this the best experience possible for you and your child, and I am always positively open to your comments. I take no offense if you are direct and open with your feedback.
4) Please do not bring any food or drink in class (except sippy cups or non-spill) due to food allergies and mess.  I don’t want to come down too hard on this issue, either, however, I need to respect others.

5) Please do not bring toys from home. Your children are here for a music/movement class, and we have plenty of instruments and toys to keep them occupied. Outside toys are a distraction to your child and to others. 

6) If your child is having a rough day, feel free to go in the waiting area and refocus them. We don’t want you to leave, just to give them a little breather so they can return happy and ready to participate again.

7) You pay for what you get. If you have questions about the Kindermusik costs, please read my website to understand what you are paying for in a Kindermusik class.  Unlike shorter, less expensive programs, Kindermusik teachers are required to be college educated and trained, pass rigorous background checks and have extensive experience with children and music. A longer duration high quality class is also proven to enhance long-term learning potential far more than a 5 week short music class led by a non-musician or non-educator. Do you think your child would learn more in a 5 week preschool session or a longer 4 month session? The answer is obvious.
